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GENERAL PLANTING NOITES:

1. All proposed planting beds to receive a 12" min. depth of topsoil. Soil amendments and
fertilizer application rates shall be determined based on specific testing of topsoil
material.

2. Any new soils added will be amended as required by results of soil testing and placed
using a method that will not cause compaction.

3. No fertilizer shall be added in stormwater basin plantings. Nutrient requirements to be
met by incorporation of acceptable organic matter.

4. All plant material to be nursery grown.

5. Plants shall conform with ANSI Z60.1 American Standard for Nursery Stock in all ways
including dimensions.

6. Plant material shall be taken from healthy nursery stock.

7. All plants shall be grown under climate conditions similar to those in the locality of the
project.

8. Plants shall be planted in all locations designed on the plan or as staked in the field by
the Landscape Architect.

9. The location and layout of landscape plants shown on the site plan shall take
precedence in any discrepancies between the quantities of plants shown on the plans
and the quantity of plants in the Plant List.

10. Provide a 3" layer of shredded pine bark mulch (or as specified) over entire watering
saucer at all tree pits or over entire planting bed. Do not place mulch within 3" of
tree or shrub trunks.

11. All landscape plantings shall be maintained in a healthy condition at all times. Any
dead or diseased plants shall immediately be replaced "“in kind” by the contractor (during
warranty period) or project owner.

GENERAL SITE SEEDING NOIES:

1. All proposed seeded areas to receive 4” min. depth of topsoil. Soil amendments and
fertilizer application rates shall be determined based on specific testing of topsoil
material.

2. Upon final grading and placement of topsoil and any required soil amendments, areas
to receive permanent vegetation cover in combination with suitable mulch as follows:

—  select seed mixture per drawings and seeding notes.

- fertilizer applied at the manufacturer’s recommended rate using Lesco

10—-0—-18 (no phosphorous) fertilizer or equivalent.

- mulch: salt hay or small grain straw applied at a rate of 90 Ibs./1000 s.f.
or 2 tons/acre, to be applied and anchored according to New York State
Standards and Specifications for Erosion and Sediment Control, August 2005.
- if the season prevents the establishment of a permanent vegetation cover,

the disturbed areas will be mulched with straw or equivalent.

3. The seed mixes as specified on these drawings are as follows:
A. Seed Mix for lawn areas and mow strip along roads at a rate of 100 Ibs. per acre:

Kentucky Bluegrass 20%
Creeping Red Fescue 40%
Perennial Ryegrass 20%
Annual Ryegrass 20%

STORMWATER BASIN RE—SEEDING NOTES:

1. If seeding area is crusted or compacted, it should be loosened by discing or tilling. If
weeds are present, they should be mowed short and removed or tilled under before
seed is applied.

4. Seed mixtures shall be planted between March 21 to October 15 or as directed by
project representative. The seed mixes as specified on these drawings are as follows:

A. Seed Mix #1 for stormwater basin upland areas shall be (ERNMX—153) "Showy

Northeast Native Wildflower & Grass Mix” at a rate of 20 Ibs. per acre with a
cover crop of grain rye at a rate of 30 Ibs. per acre, by Ernst Conservation Seeds
of Meadville, PA, or equivalent.

B. Seed Mix #4 for meadow areas and slopes 3H:1V or steeper shall be (ERNMX—181)
Native Steep Slopes Mix with annual ryegrass at a rate of 60/bs. per acre.

C. Temporary Seed Mix for temporary seeding shall be annual or perennial ryegrass in
spring, summer or early fall, at a rate of 30 Ibs. per acre or winter rye (cereal
rye) in late fall or early winter at a rate of 100 Ibs. per acre.
